Forest Brook Community Church
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Then the Angel of God, who
was leading the people of
Israel, moved the cloud
around behind them, and it
stood between the people of
Israel and the Egyptians.
That night, as it changed to
a pillar of fire, it gave
darkness to the Egyptians
but light to the people of
Israel! So the Egyptians
couldn’t find the Israelis!
Meanwhile, Moses stretched
his rod over the sea, and the
Lord opened up a path
through the sea, with walls
of water on each side. A
strong east wind blew all
that night, drying the sea
bottom. The people of Israel
walked through the sea on
dry ground! 

The people of Israel left Egypt but then saw the
Egyptian army far in the distance, speeding after
them! They were so afraid and cried out to the
Lord to help them. They whined to Moses, “Have
you brought us out here to die in the desert
because there were not enough graves for us in
Egypt? Why did you make us leave Egypt? While we
were slaves, we told you to leave us alone. We said
it would be better to be slaves to the Egyptians
than dead in the wilderness!”
But Moses told the people, “Don’t be afraid. Just
stand where you are and watch, and you will see
the Lord will rescue you today. You will never see
these Egyptians again. The Lord will fight for you,
you need only to be still.”

Then the Lord said to Moses, "Use your
rod—hold it out over the water. The sea
will open up a path before you, and all
the people of Israel shall walk through
on dry ground. I will harden the hearts
of the Egyptians, and they will go in
after you and you will see the honor I
will get in defeating Pharaoh and all his
armies, chariots, and horsemen. All
Egypt shall know that I am Jehovah.”
