
You’ll be planning and coordinating a four-week Day Camp program to run in July and August.You’ll
serve as Day Camp Senior Director with a focus on preparing and implementing a Day Camp
program including all the aspects of providing a safe and excellent children’s camp experience for our
Kinder Campers (4-6 years) and our Kids Campers (7-12 years). You’ll care for the needs of the kids
and their parents, as well as organizing the involvement of youth and adult volunteers throughout the
program. You’ll also:

Manage a team of 8 counsellors who will be the primary care givers to the children: leading, team
building, scheduling, ensuring quality care and programing, training, and supporting. This
includes creating and implementing an evaluation and feedback process for the team.
Create and lead a well-organized program that will include children with diverse backgrounds
from the community and church family.
Communicate with families and adapt program to accomodate a variety of camper needs.
Coordinate workload duties and responsibilities with Day Camp LiT Director.
Train a group of paid staff and youth volunteers (LiTs) to provide proper care and programming
for the Campers (working cooperatively with our Camp LiT Director of course).
Coordinate the work of adult volunteers who have been recruited to help support the camp
program as well as liaise with the various coordinators of those teams.
